Encourages people to take advantage of consumer protection information.

· Royce Applauds President's Budget Increase to Combat the Proliferation of Shoulder-Fired Missiles

Monday, the President released the 2008 Budget.  Rep. Royce commended the Administration for its proposal to increase funding dedicated to either securing or destroying shoulder-fired missiles that may otherwise fall into the hands of terrorists.  Specifically, funding dedicated to this effort increases from approximately $8.7 million to $44.7 million in the President' budget.  Earlier this year, President Bush signed into law comprehensive legislation (H.R. 6060) which included key provisions authored by Rep. Royce to target the proliferation of shoulder-fired missiles. This week, prison officials confirmed that former Border Patrol agent Ignacio Ramos was assaulted by inmates at Yazoo Federal Prison in Mississippi.  Rep. Royce joined other Members of Congress in asking President Bush for pardons for the two agents. Royce also urged the Administration to keep them out of prison while their case is on appeal due to the complexities surrounding the case and the almost certain danger they would face while in prison.  "Last year there were 746 violent incidents against U.S. border patrol agents.  They have a difficult and dangerous job, guarding U.S. borders.  It is my belief that his case is having an adverse impact on the Border Patrol, " Royce said...read the full press release.
