· Congress Starts 110th Session

This week both House and Senate gathered to start the 110th Session of the U.S. Congress.  The majority of activity this week centered on the standard procedural issues that occur at the beginning of each session, like adopting a formal set of rules for the House to follow throughout the next two years.  Rep. Nancy Pelosi (D-CA) was elected as Speaker of the House, the highest-ranking position in the Chamber, making her the first woman in United States history to hold this title.  Members were also assigned to the different Committees this week.  Congressman Royce will remain on the Foreign Affairs and Financial Services Committees.  This will be Mr. Royce's 8th term in Congress.

· Nation Mourns the Death of President Ford

Tuesday, December 26th President Gerald R. Ford passed away.  Ford served 26 years in Congress, serving as Minority Leader for 8 years.  Ford took the office as President upon the resignation of President Nixon.  He is the only President that served without being elected by the people.  Although he lost the presidential race in 1976 to President Carter his ability to lead this nation "out of it's darkest chapter" as some have put it, remained a part of his legacy.  His body lied in state from Saturday evening till Tuesday morning followed by a memorial service held at the National Cathedral.  Afterwards his body was flown to Grand Rapids, Michigan where his hometown welcomed his casket by playing his alma mater's fight song.
