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MESSAGE FROM ROYCE:

Our first week back I chaired the International Terrorism and Nonproliferation Subcommittee's hearing, which evaluated our fight against terrorism and how safe we are five years after September 11.  I believe one of the biggest threats facing our nation continues to be our porous borders and the lack of security we possess to guard our nation.  As many of you know, at the end of our last session we debated legislation that would have improved our border controls and national security.  I look forward to revisiting that issue again and will hopefully pass meaningful legislation to protect our home front.  I look forward to a productive month ahead in Congress."

H. R. 503
Horse Protection Act

This bill amends the Horse Protection Act to prohibit the shipping, transporting, moving, delivering, receiving, possessing, purchasing, selling, or the donation of horses to be slaughtered for human consumption, and for other purposes.

The House is expected to consider H.R. 2965 Federal Prison Industries Competition in Contracting Act of 2006, and a resolution regarding earmark reform.  They will also take up a resolution recognizing the fifth anniversary of September 11, 2001.

Thursday of last week Speaker Dennis Hastert announced his leadership team would be holding a forum on September 12, which will layout their plans to address these issues.
